UNICEF- United Nations International children's emergency fund. (It
was established by United Nations General Assembly on 11th December
1946 to provide emergency food and health care to children and mothers
in countries that had been devastated by World War |l.)

It is a registered, Non Governmental Organization was established
in 1994 with the help of UNCF for providing Qualitative education to
deprived children of Mumbai.

1953-> UNICEF>UNCF (United Nations Children’s Fund)
To provide Qualitative Education for 3-11 years about 1 lac children.
It runs in 12 States with the help of 12000 female youth workers.

According to Pratham’s survey, there are lots of problems by which
students drop the school i.e. Poverty, Child labour and llliteracy.

According to this, These problems are categorize under 3 level by
which 50 % children unable to go to school. The such 3 level are =

i) Lack of of interest towards education,
i)  Lack of infrastructure,
iii) Lack of administration.

Urban Learning center’s- Pratham establishes learning in
communities where it is possible to find space to start one, as well as get
children who can pay a nominal fee. This fee is vital in creating a self-
sustaining educational facility within the given community, where the
program will have continuity in future even without external funding.
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Given Pratham’s focus on sustainability in educational development. It
is vital that the teachers, students, parents and community members
have an active stack in the program.

Therefore, while the fee collected from each student is minimal, the
collection goes towards giving the community ownership of the
program.

Basic feature:- These learning centres are a one or two room structure
on a rental basis where classes Run from morning to evening at regular
hours.

In communities where there is a lack of space satellite centers space
available for conducting one or two classes of two to three hours each
are set up these are linked to nearby main centers and are also
monitored by them.

Activities:- Nearly, about 25 children gather in a class everyday for about
3 to 4 hours and learn to engage with numbers is face colors his story is
Ponds and songs.

The teacher:- The teacher belongs to the same community as the
children she is identified and trained in early childhood care and
education film. They are also provided with the teaching learning
material.

The overall academic progress is monitored by the Pratham team on a
regular basis.

Objectives of Pratham scheme:-

1. To increase in number of enrollment in the school.

2. To decrease the number of dropouts.

3. To promote awareness towards school and community growth (in
above both field).



4. To provide complete education to the deprived children from the
causes of poverty and child labour etc.

5. To complete the technical education with the help of IT and
computer.

6. To cooperate the children with practicability, stability and norms in
the all programmes conducted.
